2) How is the book organized?

3) Who should/shouldn't buy/read this book?

4) Is there anything in particular you liked/found exceptional about thebook?

5) Is there anything in particular you didn't like about the book.

6) Did you like the book?

If you answer these questions in your review, I will be happy.
