Two student members of SIGSOFT, Stefan Henkler and Chunyang Ye, have been selected to receive 2007 Frank Anger Memorial Awards to attend a meeting of the Special Interest Group on Embedded Systems (SIGBED). 

Dr. Frank Anger was an outstanding national leader in the field of software engineering.  One of his primary goals was supporting the crossover of ideas between research communities engaged in software.  The Frank Anger Memorial Award is meant to provide successful PhD students who are performing research in Software Engineering or Embedded Systems awareness of opportunities and challenges emerging in complimentary research areas.

One of the recipients, Stefan Henkler, is studying under the direction of Prof. Wilhelm Schaffer in the Software Engineering Group at the University of Paderborn. His research interests are in the area of modeling, analysis, and code generation of mechatronic systems. 

The other recipient, Chungyang Ye, is studying under the direction of Prof. S. C. Cheung in the Department of Computer Science at Hong Kong University of Science and Technology.  His research interests span software engineering issues in service engineering, workflow, exception handling, and dependable computing. 

As recipients of 2007 Frank Anger Memorial Awards, these students will be acknowledged at the 2007 joint meeting of the European Software Engineering and ACM SIGSOFT Conference on Foundations of Software Engineering in Dubrovnik, Croatia.  They will also receive financial support to attend a SIGBED meeting.  Both students plan to attend the 2007 ACM Conference on Embedded Systems Software in Salzburg, Austria next month.
